1. APOLOGIES

2. DELARATIONS OF INTEREST

None

3. MINUTES

RESOLVED to confirm the minutes of the June 07 SPFMC meeting as a true and accurate record.

4. PARISH COUNCIL ISSUES

TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR SILKSTONE PLAYING FIELDS WORKING PARTY (SPFWP)

The Working Party discussed and amended the Terms of Reference document. An updated copy of the document is attached to these minutes and is to be formally accepted at the next SPFWP meeting.

A figure of  £500 was suggested as the threshold for expenditure without SPC approval – this was to be discussed/ agreed at the next SPC meeting along with the Terms of Reference document.

It was agreed that the time of the next meeting would be agreed at the end of each meeting.

If an individual who usually attends the SPFWP meetings is not available to attend, they should send a representative in their place to avoid incurring a fine of £50  (if two consecutive meetings are missed by the user group). It was agreed that the level of the fine along with hire charges would be reviewed at the next AGM.

Since the change over to SPFWP has just taken place it was agreed that non attending user groups would benefit from a clean slate, with meetings counting towards non-attendance at 2 consecutive meetings commencing with the next meeting on 22 October 2007.
RL will find out who had issued the lease for the Cricket Club and liaise with the Clerk regarding any changes required now that the SPFMC has become SPFWP.

5. CORRESPONDENCE

6. ACCOUNTS

J Horsfield – SPFMC Treasurer advised that there is just under £2,000 in the bank. The process of transferring the Direct Debit’s and Standing Order’s to SPC should be completed by end of September at which time she would issue the end of quarter report and the SPFMC bank account would be closed with the closing balance transferred into the SPC bank account.

7. GROUNDSMAN

It was pointed out that the Groundsman spends a lot of time on the out field and not a lot of time on the wicket – DW would discuss with him as this is a SUCC issue.
An invoice from Blakedown is outstanding – Clerk to check and report back to the WP. An invoice is also expected for a large quantity of loam for the cricket wicket area.

The representatives of SUJFC asked whether the Groundsman watered the goal post area. DW advised that he did not and that the cricket club watered the cricket wicket themselves – the SUJFC agreed to use the hosepipe to water the goal area themselves.
The need to re-mark pitches before each match (in one direction) was highlighted. If more whitening is required this can be obtained by contacting Darron Walker.

8. PAVILION MAINTENANCE/ALARM PROCEDURES

Since Eric Bell has now left SPC, RS has been added to the Alarm call out and now holds a full set of keys for the Pavilion. The length of time allowed to leave the building from setting the alarm has been increased to 1 minute. RS reminded members that 3 keys and handles had been issued for the outside roller shutters to Darron Walker, Andy Horsfield and Colin Waring.

Colin Waring hours for June 2007 – 2hrs general repairs, 13.5 hrs cleaning and general maintenance, 2 hrs graffiti removal. July 2007 – 6.5hrs general maintenance, August 2007 – 7hrs general maintenance.
RS advised that Litter Bins adjacent to the Pavilion had been burnt out with Police and Fire Brigade involved – Neighbourhood Pride to replace. Youths camping in woods and lighting fires. SPC looking into a byelaw, to prohibit consumption of alcohol on Parish Council land.

Comments Book – Changing Room key missing – RS now has copies.
It was highlighted that only a few cars should be permitted up to the Pavilion on match days – Parking on the grass is not permitted and this should be enforced by the match organisers. The possibility of a post and chain fence along the side of the field will be considered.

The Payphone in the Pavilion is not working and needs a pin number to become operational. JH agreed to liaise with BT.

A number of comments regarding untidy and unlocked changing rooms – Darron Walker to speak with users to avoid this happening again.

 Changing Room 2 – soap dish pulled off wall.
Disabled Toilet – no toilet roll holder.

AH agreed to arrange a service for the plumbing/heating system.

The Bollard key lock has been replaced. DW issued key covers to RS at the meeting for placing on some of the Pavilion doors to prevent the unused locks being vandalised.
DW advised Cricket season finished. Changing room door damaged, if a new kick plate is required DW will organise.

9. PAVILION BOOKINGS/HIRE

Barnsley Harriers have 2 bookings.
A request for 50 x 15 year olds to hold a Halloween Party has been received.  Following discussion it was agreed that the Pavilion would be an inappropriate venue for a party of this size. There were also concerns regarding the party finishing late and a member of SPFWP needing to lock up and set the alarm. Not acceptable for user to lock up and leave Pavilion un alarmed as this would invalidate the insurance on the building. AH will advise the party organiser.
AH will now take on the role of Bookings Manager.

10. SILKSTONE RECREATION GROUND

Dog Fouling – on going problem. Clerk to investigate BMBC policy and report back to next meeting.

Artificial cricket wicket will be installed before next season and the Drawings for planning for the proposed side screens is on going.

The football field banking is overgrown and thick with brambles. The SPFWP request that SPC organise for the brambles to be cut back (the Clerk will place an item on the next agenda for SPC to discuss).

11. HEALTH AND SAFETY

The Clerk advised that BMBC will be quoting to carry out H&S Risk assessments etc of the Pavilion and grounds. Update at the next meeting.

H&S comment book – No new comments.

DW pointed out that the H&S book and Comments book are kept in the Kitchen for the comments of all users.
12. SILKSTONE COMMON RECREATION GROUND

The Clerk advised the WP that SPC had agreed to postpone the drainage works to the site until alternatives had been investigated and Cllr Mrs J Johnson’s report considered at the next SPC meeting in October. Those present felt that a junior size pitch would be beneficial at the site. DW/AH will attend the SPC meeting if Cllr Mrs J Johnson’s report is on the agenda.

13. ANY OTHER PLAYING FIELDS BUSINESS

National Playing Fields Association – Paul Allen – On hold.
The WP request that SPC make a decision regarding the SRG becoming a Charitable Trust.

RS advised that a damaged strimmer last seen 2 weeks ago has been taken.

Members noticed a smell of gas on arrival at the meeting coming from the meter housing. SC will report to British Gas tonight.

RL advised that the Rockin the Rec event would have been a huge success if the weather had not been a problem. The event will be held annually. RL advised that the 2 villages’ festival and Marching Bands contests were to be held in June /July and so some liaison would be required between organisers. There may be a possibility of combining an evening event during the 2 villages’ festival - AH to speak to Ralph Senior.
Agenda – It was agreed that the next Agenda will include an item for Matters Arising from the previous minutes and that the minutes would form the basis of the meeting.

The members present wished to Thank Jane and Andy Horsfield for all their hard work and commitment as Treasurer and Secretary of the SPFMC.
