The Chairman advised that a complaint had been received about parking in the turning head on High street. The Clerk will contact BMBC to request that they consider double yellow lines in this area to prevent parking.

136. ADMISSION OF THE PUBLIC

RESOLVED that all of the items on the agenda should be discussed in the public session.
137. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

RESOLVED to note Cllr R Stier’s declaration of a prejudicial interest in agenda item 12 – payment to Colin Waring.
138. HALF PIPE PROPOSAL
Andy Fleming – Youth participation Manager from BMBC addressed the Council and apologised that Dan Wildsmith could not attend the meeting due to illness.

Councillors highlighted the problems currently experienced at the back of the Coop and also stated that the Parish Council have given their support to the proposed new scout hut on the same site as the suggested site for the half pipe.

RESOLVED that Andy Fleming will advise the council who would be responsible for the insurance and maintenance of the proposed half pipe. Following receipt of this information a meeting may be arranged with Parish Councillors, Youth Participation worker Dan Wildsmith, Youth representatives and a Scout Hut representative to progress this proposal.

141. PLANNING APPLICATIONS FROM BARNSLEY METROPOLITAN BOROUGH COUNCIL (BMBC)

RESOLVED that the Clerk will advise BMBC that the Parish Council object to the planning application for the conversion and extension to redundant agricultural barns to create 5 dwellings with new build garages at Fall Head Farm, Fall Head Lane, Silkstone. Ref 2007/1838. The Council object on the grounds that the proposed development is on green belt land and would be an isolated development away from the village centre. Increased road traffic on what is currently a quiet country lane. Fall Head farm and the timber framed barn are included on the recently published Silkstone Heritage trail leaflet and the Council object to the re-direction of the footpath through the site.
RESOLVED to note that the Planning appeals for 4 Whinmoor Close and 3 Whinmoor Close have failed. Appeal decisions dated 9 November and 28 November 07 respectively.

147. AREA FORUM/OTHER MEETINGS

· The Police will be operating a ‘Beat sweep’ around Christmas time in both villages focussing on anti-social behaviour. 

· The Police have issued 60 surveys to residents regarding the vandalism in September but only 12 have been returned. Residents are asked to return their questionnaires as soon as possible.

· Area Forum grant to Parish Council approved for War memorial works in the sum of £700.

· Area Forum grant awarded for ‘No cold calling’ campaign in the sum of £500.

· 42 lighter fluid cans were removed from the beck/Cone Lane within a two week period in November and Cllr Wilson advised Area Forum that a Youth has been fined for selling drugs at the back of the Coop. It was agreed that these items should be raised at the Crime and Safety sub group meeting on 4 Dec 07.

The Clerk advised that the SLCC conference will be on 29 February and 1st March 2008. RESOLVED that the Clerk books a place on the conference at a cost of £190.
